course prerequisites:

Digital Photography 

Course description:

This course will cover the selection, design, and production of various publications materials.  This course will utilize the professional grade Adobe Photoshop, Adobe InDesign, as well as a variety of other publication programs.     

course structure:

This course is based on the philosophy that quality student learning is achieved through application.  This course was developed to provide students an opportunity to not only learn the key components of publication design, but to allow them an opportunity to practice putting these components together to form full scale publication materials.  To that end students will be selecting a business/company which will serve as their main source of inspiration when developing their publications. 

course objectives:

Upon completion of the course, students should be able to:

1. Define the term “Publication”.

2. Apply sound English writing concepts to the world of publication design including grammatical correctness, hooks, lead-ins, articles, and stories.

3. Selectively choose appropriate graphics for various publications and manipulate those graphics using Adobe Photoshop.

4. Demonstrate intermediate to complex skill sets in using the Adobe InDesign software.

5. Appropriately utilize the concepts of quality layout and design as defined by the C.A.R.P. Model.

6. Develop small scale publications.

7. Develop large scale publications.

8. Develop publication packages including business specific publications.  

textbook/required Materials:

Textbook: Classroom in a Book: Adobe InDesign

Required Materials: As we near the larger publication packages you will be required to provide a three ring binder in which you will store your various documents.

Suggested Materials: Students who own their own digital camera may find it helpful in completing a number of assignments in this course.
Course Requirements:

1. Attendance and Participation:  Due to the hands on nature of this course attendance is absolutely essential to your success.  The text book for this course is a class set and thus will not be available for check-out meaning most of the work for this course must be completed during course time.

2. Make-Up/Late Work: Any work missed during the week is due on Friday of that same week.  If a student has less than 2 days to make-up the work, it is due on the following Monday.  If the student misses this deadline, late work penalties will apply.  Assignments given prior to the absence are due upon return, whether or not the class meets on that day. Adjustments to this policy may be made at the teachers discreation.
3. Mr. Johnson’s Lunch and After School Hours:  Students will only be allowed to work in Mr. Johnson’s classroom during the lunch period on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Students wishing to work after school need to arrange a time and date beforehand.  Any additional classroom time that is granted to you is a privilege and should not be expected and/or abused.
4. Group Work:  Most of the assignments/projects for this course will be done individually.  During the few times we have group projects you are responsible for conducting yourself in a courteous, caring, and professional manner. 

5. Coursework: This course is mainly project based so it is important that all projects are completed on-time and with maximum effort given.    
6. Small Assignments:  There will be a small number of handouts and worksheets for this course. These assignments should be thoroughly completed and turned in on-time.  

7. Ethics and Behavior: This course requires professional and ethical behavior.  Plagiarism or any form of cheating violates this principle and will not be tolerated.  The communications industry has been seriously affected by the illegal downloading of content over the Internet.  Such downloading and/or use of copyrighted material inside the classroom is not only a breach of the computer usage agreement but is also a breach of trust between media professionals and therefore will not be tolerated. 

Grading

	The bulk of the grade from this course will come from the small, large, and package publications.  Another small portion will come from your yearbook photographs.  Yet another small portion of the final grade will come from class worksheets and written assignments.
